Current data from Historic England indicates:

Å Across the South Downs National Park we have 575 known 

Scheduled Monuments

Å 97 are assessed as being in a vulnerable and declining condition

Å 36 are listed on the Heritage At Risk Register (2016)

Å 417 of the 575 (72%) are have not been visited by Historic England 

or had a condition assessment undertaken since 2010 or earlier

Å 96 of the 97 vulnerable/in decline have not been assessed since 

before 2010

Å From October to December 2017 the SDNPA Rangers undertook a 

programme of monitoring collecting and recording data on the 

condition of all known Scheduled Monuments across the National 

Park

Å This is the first survey of its kind for at least 7 years

Å In the Central and Wealden Area it is now estimated we have 70 

Scheduled Monuments classed as vulnerable and in decline

Å This is a small increase of 4 from (pre) 2010 data

Å Pending a report from Historic England which will indicate levels of 

decline and the number of Scheduled Monuments classed as óat 

riskô

Waiting for a report from Historic England which will:

Å Verify findings

Å Update classifications where necessary from e.g.  vulnerable, in 

decline to  at risk

Å Propose priority sites and required actions

Å SDNPA will meet with Historic England to plan a programme of 

works this will include where necessary liaison with landowners to 

discuss options and partnership working

dyke dating from middle Bronze 
age

- Rare example of complex form, 
though all are nationally 
important

- Located on current parish 
boundaries

- Largest ditch 8m wide, 2.25m 
deep, 193m long
